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My mother is very fragile now. 911 is available in an emergency. The fire
department and paramedics respond within 5 minutes. Records will show that | have
called 911 and they have transported her a couple of times to find that she was OK. lerr
on the side of caution. By doing this | know she is OK. | listen and take all of her concerns
and complaints seriously. | comply with her needs as they come. I've installed hand rails
all through the house for her to grab for support and just installed two more so she can get
out to sit on the front porch more easily. | make sure she uses her walker and that it's
available, tracking it down to where she sometimes leaves it in her bathroom. It is good

for her health to get up and use the walker as long as she is able.

My sister states that numerous financial questions have arisen and she knows that
Donald Wastler is living there rent free and actually using cash not only to take care of Ms.
Wastler but himself. My sister has prepared my mother's tax returns every year and is
well aware of my mother's financial situation. Nothing new has changed and she has

been aware of this same situation for years now.

In 2008 my sister, my mother and | went to my mother's bank and set up a
separate account so all of my mother's money would not be in one account. | believe my
sister can access both of my mother’s accounts. My mother's finances are not a mystery
to her. 1have never denied my sister access to any of our mother's financial statements
or accounts. My sister has never questioned me over any of my purchases. As her son
and her attorney in fact, | inténd to and have conserved my mother's estate in case she

needs some type of costly medical treatment or care in the future.

My sister called me on the phone and agreed to
Z surrender the power of attorney to me. When | called my mother's attorney, Hugh J.
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Potter, and explained this, he would not do anything until after he had spoke with my

sister and was certain that she agreed. It strains credibility for her to suspect this process

now when she f{ully supported it in 2006.

My sister states that she is concerned for the long term safety of her mother based

upon a documented and potentially dangerous medical condition of Donald Wastler.”

My sister must be referring to my contracting Rocky Mountain spotted fever from a
wood tick on a job site northeast of Battle Ground Lake in 1983. Besides the actual fever,
I've had 8 seizures resulting from this iliness. The seizures are controlied by medication.
The last seizure was in September 1988, almost 10 years ago. | take 400 mg of Dilantin a
day to prevent the seizures. | have to be without the proper dose of Dilantin for 14 days
before | become at risk of having a seizure, | have to take a blood test each year to renew
my prescription for Dilantin. Dr. J. Bruce Bell at Vancouver Neurologists has been my
neurologist since 1998. if my condition was of any threat my doctor would not allow me to

have a valid driver's license.

My sister states that she Is concerned that, by the filing of this petition for
guardianship on behalf of our mother, she or our mother or other family member in

support may suffer retaliation or further isolation from her mother by me.

The serving of this petition upset my mother. When it was time to connect MSN
with my sister as we do around 6PM each night, | explained to my mother that it was time
to connect with Pat. Depressed, she said she didr't want to talk to her. | signed into MSN

to leave my sister an instant message and my sister was not signed in as she always had
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been. | left a message that mother didn't want to talk to her and maybe she would the next
night. The next night my mother still didn’t want to talk to her. 1 still signed in and lefta -
message. My sister was not signed in. That was the last time | tried. Because of my
mother's short term memaory loss the shock from this petition has smoothed over. They
are communicating now. | have her smiling again for the most part. | don't bring it up, but

she still knows about it. | will continue to support my mother's well being.

The parties and their counsel hereby stipulate pursuant to CR 2A, to the following

satilemant.

I. STIPULATION
This stipulation concerns the Petition for Appointment of Guardian of the Person
and Estate of Evelyn Wastler.

1. Donald Wastler will be appointed guardian of the person of Evelyn Wastler with
the appointment of a limited co-guardian of the person with a care manager, Yvonne
Polkow, or, if not available, other qualified care manager, for the sole purpose of
reporting to the Court if there are concerns about the care or cleanliness of Ms. Wastler.
There are the following conditions to appointment of guardian of the person:

A There shall be a professional care agency employed to provide care giving

services for Ms. Wastler 8dssavserday. Don Wastler shall manage the day to day
=Y at the discrpont of

€Rre manaser / Co-5 uaretigns ot pors .
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caregivers for his Ms. Wastler. Professional care agencies also clean the home in the

areas used by the Client.

B. The professional care agency shall provide reports to Don Wastler and Patricia
Lewis. The reports shall include Ms. Wastler's health and the cleanliness of the home.

The parties approve Yvonne Polkow of Elfin Services as the Professional Care agency..

C. Don Wastler shall continue communicating with the medical professionals and
provide transportation to all medical appointments. Patricia Lewis shall have access to

all medical information concerning Ms. Wastler.

D. Patricia Lewis shall be immediately informed of any medical emeérgencies or

serious medical issues concerning Ms. Wastler.

E. Neither Don Wastler or Patricia Lewis shall speak poorly of the other in the
presence of Ms. Wastler. Family members are also prohibited from making negative

comments about the other family members in the presence of Ms. Wastler.

F. Don Wastler shall not restrict access to Ms Wastler for visitation of other family
members. Family members who wish to visit should provide 24 hour notice of visitation
when possible. If Ms. Wastler will be leaving the premises overnight one week notice
should be given to the Guardian of the Person. The family member escorting Ms.
Wastler overnight shall consult with caregivers and/or the Guardian of the person to

receive instructions for the appropriate medication and physical care needs of Ms.

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Wastler. If necessary a caregiver shall arrange to accompany Ms. Wastler on overnight
visits. Phone visitation shall be allowed whenever possible within reasonable visiting
hours.

Wastler's interaction with alt family members.

G. Al parties visiting shall be respectful to each other and respect Ms. Wastler's home
and the Guardian of the Person’s residence. If any party feels the other parties are
causing a significant disturbance while visiting Ms. Wastler they shall report to the
Limited Co-Guardian of the Person, to be resolved or to be brought before the mediator
Judge Ladley. Ifitis determined by the mediator any party brought an issue before the
mediator in bad faith then the bad faith party shall pay all of the costs of the mediator

and attorney fees of the other party.

H. Don Wastler shall continue providing care giving and companionship to Ms.
Wastler during the hours the professional caregivers are not present on the property.

Don Wastler shall continuing maintaining the property for Ms. Wastler.

I. Don Wastier shall be compensated for his assistance to Ms. Wastler to include room
and board. The Guardian shall set a budget for compensation taken into consideration

Don Wastler's expenses and services.

J. Don Wastler shall appoint Patricia Lewis the standby guardian of the person for |
Ms. Wastler.

2. Judi Burkdoll will be appointed the guardian of the estate of Evelyn Wastler.
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Each party agrees and stipulates this agreement is a settlement of selected

issues in this matter and shall be enforceable as such by court action if necessary.
