The wording in the charter is
unclear as to whether the City
may enter into contracts for
longer than five years. While
longer contracts are not
common, contractors may
require a longer term if a
significant financial
investment is involved. This
amendment to Section 11.05
would clarify that the City may
enter into contracts for longer
than five years if approved by
the City Council through
ordinance.
